Activator: Youtube video – PBIS Assembly Expectations
Teaching Lesson: 

1) Ask students: What are some ways to be responsible in the assembly?

Wait for students responses. Review responsible expectations set for the assembly. Then,

Discuss and model examples of expected behavior:

· Request help from adult when necessary

· Listen to adult the first time

· Remain seated in assigned area
· Line up immediately with teacher
(Add other examples that you deem appropriate)

 Discuss and model non-examples of expected behavior:
· Horseplay
· Loud talking/noise

(Add other non-examples that you deem appropriate)

2) Ask students: What are some ways to model respect on the assembly?

Wait for students responses. Review respect expectations set for the assembly. Then,

Discuss and model examples of expected behavior:

· Sit with Body Basics (hands to self, feet on floor, face forward)
· Respect property
· When addressed, answer with proper response
(Add other examples that you deem appropriate)

 Discuss and model non-examples of expected behavior:

· Putting feet on sitting area of bleachers
· Stomp feet

· Damage property
(Add other non-examples that you deem appropriate)

3) Ask students: What are some ways to stay focus on the assembly?

Wait for students responses. Review responsible expectations set for the assembly. Then,

Discuss and model examples of expected behavior:

· Enter gym quietly
· Walk to designated area
· Take seat quickly

· Listen to speaker

(Add other examples that you deem appropriate)

 Discuss and model non-examples of expected behavior:

· Crowding in line
· Loud talking/noises

· Talk while speaker is addressing the audience
(Add other non-examples that you deem appropriate)
Summarizer: Model expected behavior, role play, art activity
