Activator: Youtube video – PBIS Playground Expectations
Teaching Lesson: 

1) Ask students: What are some ways to be responsible on the playground?

Wait for students responses. Review responsible expectations set for the playground. Then,

Discuss and model examples of expected behavior:

· Use equipment safely and properly
· Play safely

· Request help from adult when necessary

· Listen to adult the first time

· Leave playground clean

· Line up immediately when whistle blows

(Add other examples that you deem appropriate)

 Discuss and model non-examples of expected behavior:
· Monopolize the equipment
· Climb fence

· Leave playground without permission

· Continue to play when whistle blows

(Add other non-examples that you deem appropriate)

2) Ask students: What are some ways to model respect on the playground?

Wait for students responses. Review respect expectations set for the playground. Then,

Discuss and model examples of expected behavior:

· Help others
· Use appropriate language

· Respect property
(Add other examples that you deem appropriate)

 Discuss and model non-examples of expected behavior:

· Teasing others, yelling, or name calling
· Damage property
(Add other non-examples that you deem appropriate)

3) Ask students: What are some ways to stay focus on the playground?

Wait for students responses. Review responsible expectations set for the playground. Then,

Discuss and model examples of expected behavior:

· Share equipment, take turns
· Play in designated area

· Take care of equipment

(Add other examples that you deem appropriate)

 Discuss and model non-examples of expected behavior:

· Horseplay
· Tackling to ground
(Add other non-examples that you deem appropriate)
Summarizer: Model expected behavior, role play, art activity
